
  

I’m ready for this whole pandemic thing to be done.  I’m tired of wearing a mask; I want us to 

have chairs next to each other; I want to pass the peace; I want communion that tastes and feels 

like communion.   In short, I want to go back to the way things were.   Yes, we are making 

steps.  We have resumed in-person worship, we are now singing together; we have actually had 

communion in -person, but we are not there yet. 

We are in that weird in -between place of “already, but not yet.”  And that must have been      

what it was like for Christians   living in the first decades after Jesus’ resurrection.  They were 

convinced that Jesus was returning anytime, but just weren’t sure when.  They knew that Jesus’ 

resurrection meant things were different, but there were times it was hard to see that amid the 

reactions of Jewish leaders and Roman authorities. 

That “already, but not yet” view is also the way that Christians have been thinking about God’s 

kingdom here on earth for centuries.   We recognize that Jesus’ life, death, and resurrection  

makes a difference in the world, bringing with it changes in how we understand the world and 

ourselves; and we also acknowledge that sin is very real and still influences how humanity acts 

and even how we live.   It’s an uncomfortable place to be as Christians because we want that new 

reality to be our full reality, but it’s not. 

And so, we continue to live in this “already, but not yet” reality of COVID too.  We can see the 

end of the pandemic close, with high vaccination rates among folks of the congregation, but we 

aren’t quite there.  There are still places that COVID is popping up and we still need to be careful 

so we protect the most vulnerable.  In the same way, we can practice seeing God’s kingdom 

around us.  Where we see progress, possibility, hope, we can see God’s action.  Where there is 

new life and new connection, we can see God’s 

kingdom showing up, if only in part.   And like 

those times where we feel God close, we can 

take comfort in the fact that God is present 

with us no matter the time, whether it is         

already or not yet.
